Programme Outline


Antonio’s mother loves cooking, especially cooking dinner for her family. She loves the whole family to eat together and she enjoys cooking different kinds of dishes for her family.


Unfortunately, it is very difficult for the family to eat together because of many different reasons: daddy needs to work in the office, grandma needs to look after aunt’s baby, Antonio’s sister needs to go to music lesson, etc. Antonio’s mother cannot help but feels disappointed that the whole family cannot sit together and eat.


One day, Antonio’s mother is sick and cannot prepare dinner for the family. Antonio suddenly thinks of a special idea. What is his idea? Who cooks dinner for the family? Can the whole family eat together?

Communicative Functions

1. Identify simple food items 

2. Ask and describe what people are doing

3. State opinions and express feelings

Suggested Activities

1. Motivate the class by showing them pictures or photos of different kinds of food items. Teachers can introduce vocabulary on simple food items like chicken, beef, oranges, apples, bananas, milk, biscuits, etc.

2. Teachers ask pupils to talk about their favourite food and write out their answers on the blackboard. Teachers can then do a mini survey to find out which food is the most popular in class.

3. Teachers give out COPYMASTER 1 to pupils before watching the programme. Pupils have to note down what kinds of food Antonio and his family like to eat. In the Activity Section at the end of the programme, pupils will be asked about the favourite food of Antonio and his family. Teachers should encourage pupils to answer the questions and then complete the table in Part 1 of COPYMASTER 1. In Part 2, pupils need to write out the answer in Part 1 and draw pictures to show the favourite food of Antonio and his family.

4. In Part 3 of COPYMASTER 2, pupils need to practise asking their family members what they like to eat best. Teachers can ask pupils to practise saying the questions, “What do you like to eat best?” Pupils then take the worksheet back home and complete the table.

5. Encourage pupils to sing along the song with the lyrics on Copymaster 3. The song is about names of different food items written according to the alphabet.

6. As a follow-up activity, teachers can ask pupils to collect pictures on the food items introduced in the song. Pupils can then paste the pictures on some cardboard paper according to the alphabetical order. Teachers can encourage pupils to think of other food items to replace those in the song.
